Chrysalis:
A word from Norman Allkins
CHRYSALIS

What is a Chrysalis?

Chrysalis is the name chosen for the Youth Walk to Emmaus because it symbolizes faith growth in the lives of high school scholars (Flight) and college and university aged young adults (Journey) -​the spiritual growth that is necessary between adolescence and adulthood. It is a crucial time of maturing faith for discipleship.

Chrysalis has its roots deeply planted in its parent movement, the Walk to Emmaus. Chrysalis is a three-day spiritual renewal retreat that provides participants an opportunity to learn more about the faith, to experience Christian love and support, and a chance to make new commitments in their faith journey. The content of the three days focuses on God's grace, how one experiences Christ as friend in the body of Christ, and how one is called into discipleship, giving love to a needful world.

Purpose of Chrysalis

The focus of CHRYSALIS is commitment to Jesus Christ through the local church. The objective of CHRYSALIS is to inspire, challenge, and equip local church youth for a closer walk with Christ and for Christian action at home, church, school, and community. CHRYSALIS lifts up a way for you to be a follower of Christ in the world.

Who should go on a Chrysalis or Journey Flight?

CHRYSALIS is for the development of Christian youth who:

· wish to strengthen their friendship with Christ;

· may have unanswered questions about prayer, study, and sharing their faith;

- understand that being a friend of Christ, or Christian, involves responsibility;

- are open to dedicating their everyday life to God in an ongoing manner.

CHRYSALIS FLIGHT is open to young people from 15-18 years of age and of any denomination. CHRYSALIS JOURNEY is open to young people from 19 - 24 years of age and of any denomination.

Talks at Chrysalis

The talks on Chrysalis with the exception of three talks are along the same lines as the Emmaus talks. However saying that the talks are geared more towards the young peoples approach to life.

The Prodigal talk, which replaces the Life in Piety talk, is a personal testimony of the speaker and its purpose is two fold. 1. It prepares the Caterpillars to do some introspection of their own lives before going into Dying Moments and the time of silence afterwards. 2. It gives the caterpillars an opportunity to hear someone giving a testimony, so encouraging them to consider doing the same.

The Marriage talk, which replaces the Discipleship talk, is a personal testimony given by a couple based on specific categories as provided in the talk outline. The couple doing the talk are carefully selected according to a given criteria. After the talk the caterpillars produce written questions to the couple and the Spiritual Director. Who then answer the questions.

The Single life talk which replaces the Changing our World talk is a personal testimony given by a single person based on specific categories as 'provided in the talk outline. The single person doing the talk is carefully selected according to a given criteria. After the talk the caterpillars produce written questions to the single person and the Spiritual Director. Who then answer the questions. The talks left out are incorporated into the other talks.

Proposed way forward

1. Permission be obtained from Africa South to start a Chrysalis steering committee

2. A Chrysalis steering committee to be formed in January 2009 under the controlling authority of the Emmaus Board.

3. The Chrysalis Lay Director and Spiritual Director join the Emmaus Board. In turn the Emmaus Lay Director and Spiritual Director attend the Chrysalis Steering Committee meetings

4. The entire steering committee attends a Chrysalis Flight or Journey weekend in one of our neighboring communities.

5. The first Chrysalis Flight and Journey weekends be planned for July 2010. Boys and girls weekends to be separate.

Changes in our Community By-Laws:
Cecil
The following changes were circulated and approved  by the community as per Article IX in the Bylaws and as such is now  duly accepted and added to the Bylaws of the Papillon Emmaus Community.

Under article VIII  (The Walk to Emmaus ), Point 5 the changes are:

5)     Team Selection 
(a) The board shall establish a Team Selection Committee 
The Team Selection Committee consists of:

(i) Board Team Selection Chair

(ii) CSD

(iii) 4 Community members with Board awareness. Chosen by the full board.

(iv) Registrar

(v) Walk LD’s (Ex – Officio)
(b) The Walk Leadership consists of 
(i) Walk Lay Director

(ii) Walk Spiritual Director

(iii) Assistant Lay Directors x 3

(iv) Assistant Spiritual Directors x 4

(v) Support Group Co-ordinator

(vi) Prayer Chapel Co-ordinator

(vii) Music Co-ordinator

(viii) Kitchen Co –ordinator

(ix) Board Representative
(c) The full board selects the Walk Leadership for the walk at a special selection meeting.
(d) The Community Spiritual Director (CSD) takes charge when selecting Spiritual Directors for the Walk
(e) The Board Team Selection Chair (BTSC) takes charge when the rest of the Walk Leadership is selected.
(f) The CSD and the BTSC are to inform the appointed persons.
(g) Replacement Walk Leadership Members will be appointed by the following persons: 
i. The CSD, CLD and BTSC will select SD

ii. The BTSC, CLD and Walk LD’s will select the rest of the Leadership
(h) The Board Selection Chair/ Registrar receive all the volunteer sign-up applications.
(i) The LD’s of the Walk should inform the various chosen team members
(j) The Board Team Selection Chair should phone all volunteers not placed and encourage them to apply again to serve.  Some may be disappointed at not been selected to serve whilst others may not be selected for the task that they asked for. Encourage and pray with them.  Ask them to fill in a form for the next walk. (They may even do so now).
(k) Replacement Team Members will be appointed after consultation with the following persons:
(i) The Board Team selection Chair

(ii) The appropriate Walk Lay Director

(iii) The Community Lay Director
