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                                      SPONSORSHIP
Why do we sponsor? 

To bring spiritual revitalization to Christians, who will in turn bring new life and vision to their churches and communities.  The aim of sponsorship is to build up the Body of Christ.

Who do we sponsor?

Church leaders, (pastors and lay people), dependable church members, and less active church members who want revival and Christians from diverse congregations, denominations and ethnic groups, who are hungry for spiritual growth. 

How do we sponsor?

· Pray for the person’s openness to God’s call to discipleship, and not about how to get him or her to go on the Walk.

· Meet personally with the person or couple, give them the information leaflet and make sure that they understand that the Walk is about a more vital relationship with Jesus Christ, share your faith, and be very open about an Emmaus Walk and its Fourth Day Commitments.
· Once the person(s) is receptive, go through the application form with them, complete it carefully, and accompany him/her to their minister.  If he is not aware of Emmaus, explain the movement and its purpose to him so that he understands why we ask him to sign the application.

· Discuss your applicant with your accountability group leader or area coordinator.
· Submit the application form with full fees to the registrar as soon as possible – no application will be processed unless all formalities have been completed and checked by the sponsor.

· Make sure that your applicant has received confirmation from the Registrar.
           Then…..

· Pray for your Pilgrim

· Keep contact prior to the Walk.

· Arrange agape letters – get them to the Walk.

· Arrange to transport your pilgrim to and from the Walk.

· Commit to attend:     •Sponsors Hour

      • Candlelight

      • Closing

· Be a part of your pilgrim’s fourth days, help him/her to join an accountability group,

    encourage him/her to serve on a team and/or to become a sponsor.  Most importantly 

    assist them to re-enter their church community with new commitment and excitement.
